As you read through the cat-
alog, we know you'll agree.

Every serious bicyclist under-
stands the importance of his equip-
ment. Well-designed, reliable packs
and gear are a must. After the bicycle,
the most important pieces of equip-
ment you carry are your touring packs.
You need packs that are lightweight,
yet rugged—packs that provide room
enough to carry all your equipment
and personal items. Your packs should
distribute the loads evenly to give
pedaling ease and ride securely for
balance and safety. They should at-
tach and dismount quickly and easily
from a variety of different carriers.

Since many tourers travel hun-
dreds or even thousands of miles by
air, rail or car to reach their general
touring area, their packs must double
as durable, convenient luggage.

years, in all weather, under adverse
conditions. We've designed them to
do just that.

Ahout our
Materials

All KIRTLAND/TOURPAK pan-
niers and handlebar bags are made
only from materials tested and proven
to be the best available. Pack fabric
is rugged 8 oz. nylon cloth, urethane
coated for maximum weather and wa-
ter-proofness. We've found this fabric
to be long lasting, the best for touring
applications. Other companies prefer
to use a similar fabric with a coarser
weave; however, our testing has
shown this coarser fabric does not
hold its waterproofing as well as our
smoother fabric.

We use only self-repairing #5 coil
zippers. Our experience has shown
that they're stronger, more durable,
and smoother operating than others
available. Then we cover all our zip-
pers with a generous flap to keep the
pack as completely waterproof as pos-
sible.

As many people who have used
bicycle packs with wood, plastic, and
soft aluminum stiffeners have found,
these materials have a tendency to
bend, crack, warp, and break under
extreme (and sometimes not so ex-
treme) conditions. To avoid these
problems we use a strong grade of
aluminum that won't crack, warp, or
break and is extremely hard to per-
manently bend. Used in most our pan-
nier and handlebar bag models, stiff-
eners of this grade of aluminum have
proven to be lightweight, yet rugged
enough to withstand all imaginable
abuse. To insure the strength of our
packs, the suspension system attach-
ments of both the panniers and han-
dlebar bags are riveted through the
pack cloth into these stiffeners. This
provides the most secure riding bags
on the market and prevents the stiff-
eners and load from swaying or shift-
ing.

We didn't end our quest for quality
materials with the major items. Map

windows on our handlebar bags are
made from a 40 thousandth inch (in
the S/T and L/T ELITE models) and a
20 thousandth inch (in the CENTURY
600 model), long lasting, clear vinyl.
Our super strong thread is in most
cases stronger than the pack fabric
through which itis sewn. All K/T packs
are double sewn at points of high stress
to give our packs an extra margin of
safety for carrying extra heavy loads
under extreme conditions.

Our hardware was tested and
chosen for its strength and long last-
ing finish. It is the best available any-
where. When it was not available we
had it custom made to our exact de-
sign specifications. Such was the case
of our pannier hooks and spring brack-
ets, made of tough stainless steel.

Now you know about the mater-
ials which we use. Take a close look at
the models themselves. We think
you'll be impressed.

Allows you to adjust the panniers to suit your carrier-bicycle combination.

The unique K/T ELITE Suspen-
sion system is the strongest, most
functional, and most adjustable pan-
nier attachment system ever develop-
ed. It comes on all ELITE pannier
models and is compatible with almost
all rear carriers.

QUICK MOUNTING

This system allows the panniers
to snap on and off the rear carrier in
seconds. To mount the panniers, sim-
ply mate the “s" hook found between
the springs with the “dropout” hook
(two provided with each set of pan-
niers) which the user permanently at-
taches through the lower carrier bolt;
then pull up on the handle until the
carrier hooks snap over the top of the
carrier (see figure 1). It's that easy.

SECURE RIDING

Unlike other quick on-off systems,
the twin springs provide "fore-aft” sta-
bility to the panniers—preventing any
front-back “flopping” of the packs. The
tension of the heavy duty springs is
also more than ample to prevent ex-
cessive sideways "flopping.”

ADJUSTABLE

Since the distance from the top of
the carrier to the lower "drop out”
hook varies depending on the type of
carrier and the size of the bicycle frame,
the K/T Elite Panniers’ twin springs
are adjustable. Additionally, because
the cyclist wants to carry the load as
far forward and low as possible without
interfering with foot clearance when
pedaling, the K/T Elite Panniers have
carrier hooks which adjust vertically
as well as horizontally.

Here's how it works:

The carrier hooks simply unbolt
from the back of the panniers and can
be repositioned so that the panniers
sit just right for your particular needs.
To move the panniers down for a bet-
ter center of gravity, move the carrier
hooks up. To move the panniers up for
better foot clearance, move the car-
rier hooks down (see figure 2).

POSITIVE POSITIONING

With most quick on-off suspen-
sion systems it has often been a prob-
lem to get the panniers to stay where
you want them on the carrier since
they tend to slide forward or backward.
The K/T Elite suspension also solves
this problem. Permanent “fore-aft” po-
sitioning of the panniers is accom-
plished by two means, either in com-
bination or individually, depending on
the type of carrier and the needs of
the individual. First, the springs can
be adjusted at an angle thus providing
tension which tends to hold the pack
forward or back of its normal position.
Second, the position of the carrier
hooks can be adjusted either forward
or back by utilizing additional bolt
holes already in the stiffener.

After a little testing with these ad-
justments the proper “fore-aft” posi-
tioning and tension of the panniers
can be found for any type of carrier,
size of frame and size of rider's foot.
From thenon, the panniers will always
attach to the carrier in the same posi-
tion.

Other Pannier
Features

Besides the K/T Suspension Sys-
tem, there are several other features
which come with all of our pannier
models.

All K/T Panniers are designed to
be snapped together when off the bi-
cycle to form one piece of luggage,
easily carried with the webbing and/or
leather handle. This is an extremely
valuable feature if you plan to travel
toyour tourand itis also handy around
camp. There's no need for repeated
trips back to your tenuously balanced
bicycle while unloading it in camp.
Just take the panniers off the bicycle,
snap them together and carry them
right into your tent. When traveling,
the panniers handle just like every-
one else's luggage and go in the un-
dercarriage of busses and the bag-
gage compartments of airplanes.

Most models have an “envelope”
pocket in front of each aluminum stiff-
ener inside the main compartments —
ideal for storing items which you want
to stay flat, such as passports and
maps.

When the panniers are mounted
on the bike, the top of the rear carrier
remains clear, enabling extra items to
be strapped on and providing a great
deal of additional space and flexibility
to the cyclist.

The packs in the CENTURY line
are designed a little smaller than the
ELITE models. They have the main
features which made KIRTLAND/
TOURPAK famous: stable ride, alumi-
num stiffeners, accessibility, conven-
ience, etc., and were designed for the
rider who travels light.

PANNIER SUSPENSION SYSTEM

All CENTURY panniers have a
modified K/T suspension system. This
suspension attaches exactly like the
ELITE system (easy mounting, stabi-
lizing support to both bottom corners
of the panniers, and strong holding
power), with a shock cord. The fixed
position carrier hook plates are rivet-
ed right into the aluminum stiffener.

All CENTURY panniers snap to-
gether when off the bicycle like the
ELITE models, and are equipped with
carrying handles, (not removable).

The S/T and L/T ELITE Handle-
bar Bags are the best two handlebar
bags on the market. They combine
with the custom K/T Front Bag Sup-
port for a stable ride, without sacrific-
ing convenience.

The two models are identical ex-
cept the S/T has two zipper pockets
on the back and slot pockets on the
sides. These additional pockets are
designed for tourers who want maxi-
mum compartmentalization and are
ideal for carrying small and frequently
used items such as keys, change, sun-
glasses, snacks, small cameras and a
variety of other items for which quick
access is desirable.

Both handlebar bags have a large
main compartment with a covered
zipper which goes around three sides
of the pack. This allows easy access

while pedaling. There is even a con-
venient Velcro® strip for closing the
main compartment without the neces-
sity of using the zipper. A large front
pocket with zipper access provides
additional carrying space.

Another important feature of the
K/T ELITE handlebar bags is the full
size clear vinyl map pocket on top of
the main compartment which allows
the tourer to see his map while riding.
The map pocket is accessible only
from the inside of the bag thus making
it waterproof to keep your maps dry
even in heavy rain showers. Another
advantage of this map enclosure sys-
tem is that there is nothing to flap in
the wind, and nothing to lose in the
middle of a long tour.

Both handlebar bags attach
quickly and easily to the front bag



support by means of the three fast-
eners. These fasteners, in conjunction
with rivets set directly into the full size
aluminum stiffener in the back of the
main compartment, make the pack
ride extremely securely. There is also
an aluminum stiffener in the bottom of
the main compartment.

Both models come with a remov-
able shoulder strap so that the pack
can be used as a handbag when the
tourer leaves the bicycle.

NOTE: The CENTURY 600 Han-
dlebar Bag is recommended for small
frame bicycles or headset-stem com-
binations which provide little clear-
ance between the front wheel and the
bottom of the ELITE Handlebar Bags.
Please consult with your KIRTLAND/

This prevents the han-
dlebar bag from bouncing indepen-
dently from the support. The stability
of the support comes from the shock
cord which goes around the headset.

VAGABOND PANNIERS

The VAGABOND Panniers use a
simpler and lighter suspension very
similar to the CENTURY system. In
place of the full aluminum stiffener
found in the CENTURY, the VAGA-
BOND Panniers have two parallel and
horizontal stays supporting the carrier
hooks and shock cord. The VAGA-
BOND Panniers mount in the same
fashion as the CENTURY with the "S"
hook on the shock cord securing near
the drop out hook and the carrier
hooks mounting over the edge of the
carrier. In use the parallel stays work
like the stiffeners in the CENTURY
models, but when unloaded the pan-
niers are easily collapsed for conven-
ient storage.

VAGABOND #5 PANNIER

The third largest KIRTLAND/
TOURPAK pannier, the VAGABOND
#5, is designed for the rider who
needs a large volume bag but also
wants the most in light weight and
simplicity. The VAGABOND #5 fea-
tures a low center of balance, a for-
ward “cut-away” for additional heel
clearance, cord opening with adjust-
able top flap for varying load volumes
and a large side pocket.

VAGABOND #3 PANNIER

The VAGABOND #3is a mid-sized
pannier designed along the lines of
the CENTURY 600.

We've been asked many ques-
tions about our choice of materials,
design features, touring in general,
loading panniers, etc. Here is a con-
densed review of some of the more
frequently asked items:

1. Can you recommend a good
place to bicycle tour?

Almost anywhere. Look for back
roads, wide shoulders and light traffic
patterns. Colorado has maps available
which show the average traffic density
onthestate highways. Write your high-
way department. Also, if you're plan-
ning a tour in an unfamiliar area, you
might write ahead requesting informa-
tion about wind patterns and the prob-
ability of precipitation during your
ride. When you have a choice, pick
the least traveled of two parallel roads.

2. Many companies are now using
the rougher weave Cordura & cloth for
their bicycle packs. Why does KIRT-
LAND use the smoother weave pack
cloth?

We use the 8 oz. (per square yard)
Parapac ®mnylon pack cloth because it
is the more waterproof pack cloth.
Cordura® cloth is said to be slightly
more abrasion resistant and therefore
is a very popular cloth for hiking ap-
plications. It is proven, though, that
the Parapac® is the more waterproof
of the two. We feel that due to the uni-
gue needs of the cyclists, using the
most waterproof cloth is the overrid-
ing factor.

3. You say your pack fabric is wa-
terproof but after riding in a heavy rain
| found some of my clothes had gotten
wet. Can you explain this inconsisten-
cy?

Yes. Our pack cloth is completely
waterproof. The zippers and seams
aren't. We recommend that you seal
the seams before heading out for a
tour where you anticipate encounter-
ing heavy rains. (Seam sealant is prob-
ably available at your neighborhood
bicycle or backpacking shop. If not,
write American Youth Hostel, 132

Spring Street, New York, NY 10012 or
Palo Alto Bike, 171 University Avenue,
Palo Alto, CA 94301.) In addition,
make sure all your zipper flaps are
covering the zippers before you get
in the rain. For added protection you
couldenclose the items you want com-
pletely dry in plastic bags before put-
ting them in your packs.

4. Why do you use aluminum stiff-
eners?

We use aluminum stiffeners be-
cause they are the strongest, most
stable, and most resilient material we
can find. The hardened aluminum stiff-
ener protects your equipment while
stabilizing the pannier or handlebar
bag.

5. Why do the KIRTLAND/TOUR-
PAK bags have a square profile?

We design the bags so that they
will sit up when taken off the bicycle
forconvenient loading and unloading.

6. What's the best riding configu-
ration for a long tour? Should | use a
handlebar bag or front panniers in
conjunction with the rear panniers?

It depends on your personal rid-
ing habits, likes and dislikes. More and
more serious cyclists are turning to-
ward all three. This is especially true
when heavy loads are anticipated.
Many cyclists have discovered that
they have fewer problems with good
fore-aft weight distribution.

7. How should | load my panniers?
How much weight should | be carry-
ing?

As mentioned in number 6, many
riders prefer to distribute their load.
Experienced cyclists generally carry
less than 30 Ibs., some less than 20.
Keep the weight low, as far forward
for rear panniers, as far back for front
panniers, and as close to the bicycle
as possible.

8. Why do you make the map
compartment an integral part of your
Handlebar Bag?

In addition to our dedication to
making the best touring eguipment
possible, we strive to make it uncom-
plicated. We feel that the integrated
map compartment is a natural exten-
sion of that philosophy. In addition to
being convenient, the map is acces-
sible and kept dry.

9. I've noticed my bicycle handles
differently with loaded bags. What can
| do?

Experienced bicycle tourists
know that the riding characteristics of
their bicycle can change as they in-
crease their loads. The positioning of
the load can also make a big differ-
ence in how the bicycle handles. We
recommend that your handlebar bag,
panniers and all your eguipment is
firmly and safely attached to your bi-
cycle before you start out and that you
periodically safety check your bicycle
and equipment during your tour. We
also suggest that you become com-
pletely familiar with the particular rid-
ing characteristics of your bicycle—
equipment combination and its limita-
tions with regard to speed and hand-
ling before you head out. Have a good,
safe tour.
