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Homer Hine’s Poetry

My grandfather was apparently somewhat of an amateur poet, something I didn’t 
know till I found samples of his work among my father and aunt’s long stored 
family artifacts. 
 
Below are all the poems (and a related letter) which I’ve run into.  I suspect he 
probably wrote many more which haven’t survived).  I’ve organized them by date 
which spans almost 4 decades with the undated ones at the end for lack of 
another logical place to put them. 
 
Homer wrote about family members, particularly on special occasions, wrote 
about his auto dealership, apparently had a poem published in the Dec. 1944 
Artic Club newsletter, and liked to include a short poem when he’d give money as 
presents to family members on Christmas or birthdays. 
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Undated - Letter to Rose from Lake Superior 

 
The following undated 3 page letter to Rose in Seattle was written by Homer aboard a 
ship on Lake Superior, apparently during a major family reunion or vacation with his 
brother’s and sister.  The voyage apparently stretched from Duluth, MN to Cleveland 
near the old family home in Poland, Ohio where they’d all grown up.  This was a long 
voyage covering most of Lake Superior, Lake Huron, and Lake Erie.  It’s not clear 
whether the voyage was the primary attraction of the family get-together or whether it 
was merely transportation to a resort somewhere.  Homer specifically mentions being 
with his brother’s Charles Potter Hine (C.P.), Alfred Blakelee Hine (A.B.) and sister Ellen 
Louise Hine (“Nell”).  While not mentioned, I suspect that his other brother, Samuel 
Kirtland Hine (S.K., “Kirt”), was also there as Homer refers to ending the trip in Girard, 
Ohio near Poland which was “Kirt’s” long time home.  Why Rose wasn’t along on the 
trip is unknown but perhaps it wasn’t an appropriate trip for the children and she 
needed to stay home with them. 
 
Homer wrote the 4 page poem following the letter for his brother Charles in honor of his 
birthday and mailed it to Rose with the letter. 
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
